Now that the warmer weather is finally upon us, please can you ensure that your child comes to school 

suitably prepared. They should bring their own refillable water bottle which they can replenish at break 



and lunch times to ensure good hydration during the school day. Children should also apply sun cream 

at home before leaving for school and should also bring in a hat.  

Pupils are welcome to wear tailored shorts to school as part of their school uniform. During the hotter 

days, pupils will not be required to wear their blazers or ties and we will advise them of this accordingly.  

It looks like sports day is going ahead as planned on Thursday and on this day, it is important that the 

above is adhered to. Pupils will spend some time outside on this day, and it is essential they have 

adequate protection from the weather.  

On PE days, pupils should wear their PE kit as usual, but on other days, school uniform is still expected.
